1.0 Call to Order & Introductions
The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m. by Chairman Hohenadl, and self-introductions were
made.

3.0 Opportunity for the Public to Address the Commission
There was no public input.

4.0 Commissioner Reports
District |
Chairwoman Hohenadl thanked the Historical Commission for approving the Santa Fe Train
Station as a Riverside County Historic Landmark. She commented that she and Vice-Chair
Farnbach attended a 5-year Strategic Plan Community Workshop on November 18 2010.
Chairwoman Hohenadl noted that they each gave their input on various topics.

Chairwoman Hohenadl told of a phone call she had received in May from Pete Dawson. He had
driven by a piece of property on Lakeshore Drive in Lake Elsinore sometime back, and stopped to
talk with the person cleaning out the building. He was told the property had been sole and the
building was set to be torn down. The building was apparently an old water tank house for the
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railroad built in 1880. After some research, Chairwoman Hohenadl found valuable information
about the building. She described it as an 8’ x 20’ tank house built for a hot mineral/sulfur spring
and part of a health spa complex called Panacea Resort and Health Spa. The building had been
remodeled in 1930 on its original site at 116 Lakeshore Drive, Lake Elsinore. It has an above
ground pressure tank for the mineral/sulfur water to be pumped into a solarium. Chairwoman
Hohenad! has contacted the owners and has received permission to have the structure moved.

Herb Younger, Younger Brothers Moving, has looked into moving the building. The Lake Elsinore
Historical Society and the Lamb Fellowship Church have offered their assistance in saving this
structure and helping to move it just behind the Santa Fe Train Station. A meeting is set for
January 24 at the building’s location to discuss the future of the structure.

District Il

Commissioner Fox reported that October 18, 2011 marks the 100" anniversary of California’s
Women'’s Right to Vote. The Journal of the California Historical Society carried many stories
marking the Centennial. Commissioner Fox noted that Centennial celebrations are being planned
by many organizations throughout the State and that she is currently serving on a statewide
collaboration to plan an event. She asked that if anyone was interested in helping, please call
Lottie Fox at 951-302-0180, or email her at Lottiefox@verizon.net. Commissioner Fox noted that
a website will soon be up for organizations to post local events at www.cavoteforwomen.com. A
14-month commemorative calendar will be produced covering October 2011 to December 2012
featuring a different story of an often unsung or little known woman who worked to enfranchise
women voters.

Commissioner Fox reported that she is currently working on a project to mark the Historic 395
through Temecula. She continues to look for additional information on the route. Anyone with
information should speak with Commissioner Farnbach or Commissioner Fox after the meeting.

District Il

Commissioner Farnbach gave a brief background on the Little Temecula History Center and
how it came to be. He took the Commission through the history of the buildings, lawsuit, and
rebuilding of the site. Commissioner Farnbach noted that the site has had over 2500 visitors and
many events have been held at the location. The Temecula Valley Historical Society recently
held its annual dinner with 85 in attendance.

Commissioner Farnbach introduced one of center's volunteers, Toni Benson. He noted that
Ms. Benson is responsible for entering all the data from the Vail Ranch payroll records.
Commissioner Farnbach offered a tour of the facility after the meeting.

Commissioner Lindquist reported that the Foundation recently acquired Terry Garcia from the
Soboba Band of Luiseno Indians to its staff. She has a great knowledge of Luiseno and Cahuilla
Indian histories. Commissioner Lindquist expressed how excited the Foundation is to have her
work with them on the Collections Management program.

Commissioner Lindquist announced the 1938 promotional of the Ramona Play to be held in
March. He noted that the silent film would be shown on April 11.

Commissioner Hendon noted that he had nothing much to report. He mentioned he had driven
past the San Gorgonio Inn that was scheduled to be demolished in the near future. He continues
to work with the City to locate various artifacts that were left in the building.

District IV
Commissioner Kelly had nothing to report.

District V

Commissioner Spencer reported that the official opening of the San Timoteo Schoolhouse will
be held on Saturday, March 26. The public will be invited to join in the presentation and tour.
Fourteen desks have been donated or purchased for display at the schoolhouse.
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Commissioner Spencer reported that the improvements at the Gilman Historic Ranch and Wagon
Museum are coming along. Several new additions have been made.

Commissioner Worden had nothing to report.

5.0 Park District Staff Reports

HPO Herron thanked Mr. Farnbach for the use of the facility for the Historical Commission
meeting.

HPO Herron updated the Commission on the progress of the San Timoteo Schoolhouse. He said
the landscaping was almost complete. HPO Herron reported that the schoolhouse has received
many donations of period desks, and other items to be displayed in the schoolhouse. One of the
many desks donated came from Commissioner Kelly. He announced the ribbon-cutting
ceremony would be on March 26 and invited the Commission to attend.

HPO Herron reported that the wallpaper project at the Jensen Ranch was making progress. The
Form 11 is expected to go before the Board of Supervisors on January 25. He was happy to
report that he had found a conservator to remove the existing wallpaper, make the repairs to the
ceiling, and replace the wallpaper. He noted that the repairs are a safety necessity. HPO Herron
visited the working site of the contractor and was very pleased with what he found.

Chairwoman Hohenadl asked when the Santé Fe Train Station Form 11 was expected to go
before the Board of Supervisors. HPO Herron responded saying he was waiting on a date and
would update Chairwoman Hohenadl when he had more information. Chairwoman Hohenadl
asked if she could attend the Board of Supervisors meeting on that day and HPO Herron
responded with “yes”.

6.0 Subcommittee Reports:
6.1 Publications Subcommittee Report
HPO Herron addressed the recent inquiry allowing the City of Riverside to sell the
Riverside Chronicles at various locations. He will look into this and report back at the next
meeting. Commissioner Worden also expressed a desire to sell the Riverside Chronicles at
the Mission Inn. HPO Herron agreed that moving toward a retail market was a positive
move.

There was some discussion of reprinting the Riverside County Landmark book. It was
noted that there are about 1 %2 cases left of the books. HPO Herron was contacted by an
offshoot company of Arcadia Publishing. They are interested in revising the book. They
are currently looking for local authors to help with the research. HPO Herron will update
any progress at the next meeting.

6.2 Awards Subcommittee Report
There is nothing new to report at this time.

6.3 Archives Commission Report
Commissioner Fox handed around a flyer of various items that are available at the
Riverside County Archives office. She suggested if a visit is planned, an appointment is a
must. She gave a brief description of the facility. It was commented that the site is very
full. There is a great need to expand the facility. Commissioner Fox asked if anyone knew
of a suitable location to contact Jim Hofer at jhofer@asrclkrec.com or call 951-486-7158.

There was some discussion of keeping Park District items at the Park District for storage. It
was noted that due to the storage problems at the Archives office, it might be more
accessible at the Park District to researchers and alike.

Commissioner Fox noted that a press release was expected to be published in the Press
Enterprise next week on records retention. It was noted that with the changes to electronic
news items, the newspapers in general are maintaining fewer morgues, a term used for
archival materials.
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
