1.0 Call to Order & Introductions

In the absence of Chairwoman Hohenadl, the meeting was called to order by Commissioner Fox
at 1:51 p.m. and self introductions were made, see above.

Some items were taken out of order. However, to keep consistent with the agenda, the minutes
are recorded as such.

2.0 Approval of Minutes:
M/S/C Hendon, Fox

The March 17, 2011 minutes were approved as presented.

3.0 Opportunity for the Public to Address the Commission
a. Robert Imber, Palm Springs Modern Committee (PSModCom)
Re: North Shore Yacht Club proposed alterations
Mr. Imber asked the Commission to seriously re-evaluate any proposals to alter the North Shore
Yacht Club. There had been some previous discussion of changes to the Yacht Club. Mr. Imber
noted that he represented others who believe any alterations to the Yacht Club could adversely
impact the growing economic potential for cultural tourism at the site.

b. Nicki McLaughlin, Palm Springs Modern Committee (PSModCom)
Re: Proposed alterations to the North Shore Yacht Club (NSYC)
Ms. McLauglin is the Executive Director of the PSModCom. She explained that PSModCom was
an organization dedicated to maintaining the heritage of modern architecture and historic
neighborhoods in Palm Springs and the Coachella Valley. She commented on the design and
architecture of the NSYC. Ms. McLaughlin expressed her concern of the proposed alterations of
the NSYC. She believed that the alterations would negatively impact the historic character of the
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NSYC. She noted that a letter had been mailed to EDA from the organization’s attorney outlining
the County’s obligation to prepare an environmental impact report before any alterations could
be made. She urged the County to reconsider the proposed alterations and continue to preserve
the NSYC as the restored masterpiece that it has become.

c. Linda Beal, Salton Sea History Museum volunteer(SSHM)
Re: Proposed changes to the North Shore Yacht Club
Ms. Beal commented on how beautiful the newly renovated NSYC had become. She described
the building and the many benefits facility is to the community. She noted that over 8,000 visitors
have passed through the doors since the renovation was completed. Ms. Beal asked the
Commission to support the reconsideration of any alterations of the NSYC.

d. John Rivera, Architect
Re: Proposed Teen Center at the NSYC
Mr. Rivera introduced himself as the architect on the original renovation project for the NSYC.
Expressed his personal attachment to the project and how much he enjoyed working with the
staff from EDA, the late Supervisor Wilson, and volunteers from the Salton Sea History Museum.
Mr. Rivera noted that when the project originally started an elevator was discussed but it was
later decided that an elevator was drastically alter the original and historic design both on the
interior and exterior. He dissected the costs involved in making the changes and what it would
take to make the changes. Mr. Rivera asked the Commission to support the reconsideration of
the proposed renovations of the NSYC.

e. Ron Marshall, Palm Springs Preservation Foundation
Re: Proposed Modifications to the North Shore Yacht Club.
Mr. Marshall reiterated what the other public members had said. He asked that it go on public

record that he opposes the alterations of the NSYC. He noted that he would be forwarding his
comments to EDA.

f. Jan Holmlund, Indian Wells Historical Preservation Foundation
Re: Archives, surveys, and the NSYC.
Ms. Holmlund thanked Mr. Herron for attending the recently held Indian Wells Historical
Preservation Foundation luncheon. He spoke of the many accomplishments of the Foundation.
Ms. Holmlund asked the Commission to consider adding a few items on future agendas for the
Historical Commission.
1. Archive Storage. She noted that Cities and rural agencies have their own storage
facility. The County relies on County Records. HPO Herron asked her to see him
after the meeting and he would give her information on the Archives Commission.

2. Ms. Holmlund inquired about County ordinances that would pertain to the demolition
of historical properties. HPO Herron said he could direct her after the meeting.

3. Trail Markers for the Bradshaw Trail. Ms. Holmlund requested the County place trail
markers along the Bradshaw Trail. She noted that many visitors ask about the trail
and markers would increase the use of the trail.

4.0 Commissioner Reports
District |
Chairwoman Hohenadl
Commissioner Fox handed the meeting over to Chairwoman Hohenadl at 2:10 pm. Chairwoman
Hohenadl thanked Commissioner Kelly for host the meeting at the North Shore Yacht Club.
Chairwoman Hohenadl apologized for missing the March meeting. She reported that she had
attended the Daughters of the American Revolution annual conference and had given a report for
the State Historic Preservation Committee. Chairwoman Hohenadl thanked the Historical
Commission for approving the Historical Site Designation application for the Santa Fe Train Station.
The application had been forwarded to the Board of Supervisors and the nomination was approved
on March 22 receiving the Historical Site number RIV-92.
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Chairwoman Hohenad| reported that the Lake Elsinore City Council approved the relocation of the
1880 historic Tank House. It will be moved to the parking lot of the Santa Fe Train Station facing
Spring Street. This move is very positive as it will join three other historical buildings or effects; the
Chimes, the Santa Fe Train Station, and Pioneer Lumber. Several volunteers from the Lamb’s
Fellowship Church and members of the Lake Elsinore Historical Society disassembled the Tank
House. All the boards and beams have been marked, numbered, and color coded to aid in the
rebuilding of the facility. The foundation has been poured and the reassembling process should
begin sometime in July.

Commissioner Cleary reported that she attended the Old Riverside Foundation Home Tour on
May 14.

District Il
Commissioner Fox noted that she had recently received information from the Dorland Arts Colony.
This is a brand new facility located in Temecula, California. The original facility had been taken by

fire. The operational hours of the facility are limited. For additional information, you can check
them out on the web.

Commissioner Fox apologized for not attending the San Timoteo Schoolhouse ribbon cutting
ceremony. She thanked the Regional Park staff for their hard work to make the project a success.

Commissioner Hickey was not available for a report.

District Il

Commissioner Farnbach reported that the quarry project that sits just outside the City of
Temecula is still awaiting approval from the County of Riverside. He noted that at one of the recent
public hearings, Chairman Mark Marcarro, of the Pechanga Indian Tribe, announced that the
proposed site was the site of the first funeral for the Pechanga Indian tribe’s creation story. He
noted that it would not be appropriate for construction to continue for the gravel pit.

Commissioner Hendon reported that he is currently working on the 2013 Centennial Celebration
for the City of Banning. He commented that the San Gorgonio Inn demolished had been
completed. Along with the Inn, the historic Chevrolet dealer was included in the demolition.

Commission Hendon noted that a well-known, respected historian, Bud Mathewson past away.

Commissioner Lindquist noted that he continues to work on the collection management project
for the Hemet Museum. He commented that museum sits in the right of way for the proposed
RCTC line. He is working with the County on an agreement to work together. It was suggested to
apply for a landmark designation.

District IV

Commissioner Kelly reported that the Salton Sea History Museum was one of many venues for
the annual month-long Desertscapes Art Show sponsored by the City of Palm Desert. The show is
titted Valley of the Ancient Lake: Works Inspired by the Salton Sea. The show has been extended
to the end of June.

On April 28, Commissioner Kelly attended the Salton Sea Authority board meeting in El Centro.

On May 2, Commissioner Kelly met with Supervisor Benoit and his staff regarding the possibility of
creating a teen center within the Yacht Club facility. There is some concern with space for the
archives and working areas for the museum staff. Supervisor Benoit has offered a 200 sq. ft.
container to house the archives.

On May 3, Commissioner Kelly attended a presentation on the Travertine Point project. This is a
5,000 acre new town development which will be located directly across from the Yacht Club. This
project will include a cultural resource center and museum within the development.

On May 18, Commissioner Kelly attended the Sea and Desert Interpretive Association meeting at
the State Park. One of the items on the agenda was the potential closure of the Salton Sea
Recreation State Park. Staff from the State Park is proposing that the 501¢3 organization, Sea and
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
