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Located in beautiful Garner Valley, Hurkey Creek offers camping among
tall pines. At an altitude of over 4,000 feet, the park is a welcome refuge
from summer heat at the lower elevations.

Exit 8th Street (Hwy 243)
Right on 8th Street
Left on Lincoln
Right on San Gorgonio

In Mountain Center, go left Hwy 74
Park is about 4 miles SE of Mountain Center on
Hwy 74 on the left

From the west on Interstate 10-

At Banning, exit to 8th Street (Hwy 243)
Left on 8th Street

Left on Lincoln

Follow the directions above beginning with
“Right on San Gorgonio”
