1.0 Call to Order
Chairwoman Gilchrist called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

2.0 Roll Call & introduction of Guests
Roll call was done and self introductions were made, see above.

3.0 Approval of Minutes
M/S/C Hewitt, Mattocks

The minutes from the November 17, 2010 meeting were approved as presented.

4.0 Opportunity for the public to address the Committee
Kathy Burleson, RCHA gave the following report:

1. RCHA honored three longtime contributors to trails in the Temecula Wine
Country on Saturday, January 8, 2011: Shirley Allen, advocate for
decades and current RCHA President, Lynn Mattocks, longtime Trails
Committee member and educator of the trail network throughout the
County, and Pat Ommert, creator of the first Temecula Wine Country trail
map, and co-founder of the RCHA 41 years ago. RCHA dedicated
portions of the Wine Country Trail network to each recipient. These are
informal dedications until the map has been approved. The RCHA will
ask Supervisor Stone to make these dedications official.

2. The cleanup efforts on the new Los Nogales trail have been completed
following the recent storm. Little damage was reported.

3. Ms. Burleson reported that several outside groups still continue to contact
the RCHA asking for assistance with planning group rides through the
area.
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4. The RCHA announced the Adopt-A-Trail program on Saturday, January 8
at the dedication ceremony. A follow up session will be held on Monday,
February 7, to the members at an open board meeting at the Glenoaks
Clubhouse. Chairwoman Gilchrist and Commissioner Mattocks have
been invited to address questions and comments.

5. Ms. Burleson noted that she had met with Dustin McLain, Riverside
County Natural Resource Manager, regarding the ongoing Jeep tours
continuing in the Glenoaks Hills area. Mr. McLain has agreed to meet
again next week and visit the site. Ms. Burleson thanked Marc Brewer for
connecting her with Mr. McLain.

5.0 Chairwoman’s Report and Announcements
Chairwoman Gilchrist suggested that the Trails Committee reach out to outside
groups such as the Back Country Horsemen of California (BCH) for work parties and
cleanup events. She noted that this would educate other users of the many facilities
in the County. Chairwoman Gilchrist offered examples such as for bike events,
contacting the local bike clubs, and for hiking events, contacting the local hiking club,
etc.

Chairwoman Gilchrist asked for news and information from other Committee
members for the newsletter. She asked to include what the event is called, who is
the local contact, and a brief description of the event.

Chairwoman Gilchrist noted that the duties for the At-Large position should be
outlined. She confirmed that Mr. Jolliffe had met with Tracy Novak, Assistant Parks
Director, and had reviewed the expectations of the position. Mr. Jolliffe said he
would touch on that meeting during his report.

Chairwoman Gilchrist asked the Trails Committee to look at what tasks they would
like to address at the Santa Rosa Plateau work party on February 26. She plans to
visit the site prior to the event. There was comment from Martha Bridges stating the
Butterfield Trails Committee would like to help at the Santa Rosa Plateau work party.

6.0 Committee Member Reports
District 1
Michelle Randall reported that she was continuing her efforts in public outreach for
the Adopt-A-Trail program. She noted some of the meetings that she was planning
to attend to present the Adopt-A-Trail program. Ms. Randall reiterated her request
that the Trails Committee have a mission statement.

Philip Bremenstuhl commented that he was looking forward to working with Mr. Hall
on the Santa Ana River Trail event coming up in June. He noted that last year, the

work party primarily worked to clear brush around the Hidden Valley site alongside

various other volunteers.

Mr. Bremenstuhl noted that the Riverside Bike Club has held a camping/biking event
along the SART in years past. He suggested such an event be held at Rancho
Jurupa Park. He thought something in June might be a good time since they would
be celebrating the 120™ anniversary of the Riverside Bike Club. Mr. Bremenstuh!
exchanged emails with Brewer about such an event and Mr. Brewer agreed that an
overnight event would be great. Mr. Brewer suggested that the Trails Committee
plan and host the event.

Mr. Bremenstuhl explained that he recently had trouble finding information on a
recent trail closure due to severe weather on the Park District website or by phone.
He was happy to report that he was able to speak with a Park District employee after
some time, and they were very eager to be of assistance. He noted that he had also
sent an email to Tracy Novak, Assistant Parks Director, and that Mr. Novak
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responded quickly addressing the concern. Mr. Bremenstuhl suggested the website
be updated accordingly. Mr. Novak noted that changes were in the works and the
public should expect to see a new website soon.

District Il

Amie Kinne reported that on January 6, 2011, the Norco Horseman's Association
(NHA) met. Ms._ Kinne presented the Adopt-A-Trail program. The NHA recently
received a $5,000. grant for trail maintenance through Waste Management to be
used to adopt trails within the Norco city limits. The NHA is very interested in
adopting a County trail within the Norco area.

Ms. Kinne recently met with a local small business to discuss the Adopt-A-Trail
program and the potential of adopting a portion of bike trail along the SART. She
instructed the owner to contact the Park District for additional information. Ms. Kinne
also met with the manager of a local bike shop, Corona Jensen USA, about the
Adopt-A-Trail program. She will give a presentation at their next meeting scheduled
for February 19 at Sycamore Canyon Park. Ms. Kinne invited the Committee and
guests to the meeting.

Ms. Kinne suggested having a Professional Naturalist, Joel Robinson, narrate a hike
at Hidden Valley. She said she recently had the opportunity to meet with him and he
mentioned that he would be interested in a night hike.

Ms. Kinne noted that she recently came across the Park District page on Facebook.
She supports this type of media and is looking forward to going forward in the
direction of getting information to the public using all the tools available.

Frank Hall reported that on November 13, 2010, the Norco Horseman'’s Association
(NHA) hosted a trail cleanup day for trails around Pikes Peak Park in Norco. New
equipment was purchased with a $5,000.00 grant from Waste Management. Mr. Hall
noted that a trailer had recently been purchased by the NHA to store cleanup
equipment and to use for transporting the equipment to future cleanup sites.

On January 24, 2011, Mr. Hall and his wife attended a meeting of the Orange County
Recreational Trails Advisory Committee. Irvine Ranch officials gave an outline on a
20,000 acre grant for the Orange County Open-Space. The area is located mostly in
the southwest of the Santa Ana Canyon and presently has over 70 miles of trails and
is being evaluated to identify other areas for public access. While at the meeting, the
concern of bicycle speed limits was discussed. It was decided to create a study of
the issue and bring it back before the Committee at a later meeting.

District 111

Lynn Mattocks reported that since the November 15, 2010 meeting, he has been
very busy attending various meetings with property owners, County department
representatives, and others regarding the use of trails.

Mr. Mattocks recently met with Congressman Darrell Issa from the 49" District. He
will be working with Congressman Issa’s staff on legislation to open additional
acreage in the wilderness areas of Beauty Mountain for trail use. This proposed
legislation will add 13,635 acres of Beauty Mountain in San Diego County to the
existing wilderness, thus making the Beauty Mountain Wilderness 29,256 acres in
size. The legislation will also add 7,796 acres into the Agua Tibia Wilderness.

Mr. Mattocks asked Chairwoman Gilchrist to add this information to the Trails
Newsletter.

On January 8, 2011, Mr. Mattocks attended a surprise event, held by the RCHA,
which he was honored for his 30 plus years of work on the trails in the Temecula
Valle de los Caballos, Wine Country, Vail Lake, and Tucalota Valley areas.
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Mr. Mattocks announced that the Riverside Sierra Club has recently asked him to be
an advisor for the club.

Bob Hewitt reported that he recently met with a farmer in the Aguanga area
regarding concerns for protecting his property from the illegal use of equestrian and

motorcycle nders  He said he had been working with the RCA to have fencing
installed along the MSCHP property lines. Mr. Hewitl will continue to work with the
property owner and the RCA to see if he could get this done.

District IV

Gayle Cady announced that the Coachella Valley will be the home of the World Cup
pentathlon. The event will run from February 24 — 27. Thirty countries will be
competing for a title and a potential spot in the 2012 London Olympics. This is the
first time the United States has hosted a World Cup event since 1999. She noted
that the event is looking for volunteers to help with the event. Anyone interested
should call 760-861-2984 or email jumpofil7@yahoco.com.

Ms. Cady announced a three-day equestrian ride at Lake Cahuilla on the weekend of
February 18 —21. She noted that meals will be served. If anyone is interested in
attending, see Ms. Cady after the meeting. She asked the Committee if anyone
would be interested in assisting her with the coordination of the upcoming work party
to be held at Lake Cahuilla in March. There was discussion of the possibility of
changing the date of the work party.

Ms. Cady asked the Park District for status of the White Water River Trail. Ms. Cady
asked who would be the point of contact for the Fish Traps since the caretaker has
deceased. Mr. Novak will look into her inquiries and follow up with Ms. Cady.

Ms. Cady announced that the Equine Affair would be held at the Pomona
Fairgrounds on February 3.

LeGrand Velez commented on a previous conversation he had with the Park District
office regarding the Coachella Valley Regional Trails Study. After some discussion,
it was determined that this item will be added to the next meeting’s agenda.

Mr. Velez noted that the Community Trails Alliance has been working with the Desert
Recreation District to encourage the organization to play a greater role in trail
planning, construction, and maintenance.

It was announced that Cathedral City is the first jurisdiction to formerly adopt the
updated Coachella Valley Non-Motorized Transportation Plan. La Quinta, Palm
Springs, and Rancho Mirage have begun to consider the plan.

Mr. Velez announced that the Tour de Palm Springs will be held on February 12.
The event had 7,600 riders participate last year. The Community Trail Alliance
created this year's route maps using GIS and made the routes available on
www.MapMyRoute.com website. These are both firsts for the event.

The International Mountain Biking Association (IMBA), in association with the Bureau
of Land Management (BLM), will be holding a trail building and maintenance
workshop in the San Jacinto/Santa Rosa Mountains near Palm Desert on February
24-27. The workshop is free of charge. For more information, log onto
www.imba.com.

Mr. Velez expressed a concern with some recent opposition from some of the
Coachella Valley equestrian groups regarding trail usage. He commented that
different trail users must support each other to be effective.

District V
Marie Spradlin had nothing much to report. She commented that she is recovering
from a recent fall off her horse.
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
