1.0 Call to Order
Chairwoman Gilchrist called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.

2.0 RollCall & Introduction of Guests
Roll call was done and self introductions were made, see above.

3.0 Approval of Minutes
M/S/C Hewitt, Mattocks

The minutes from the January 26, 2011 meeting were approved as presented.

4.0 Opportunity for the public to address the Committee
Janice Escalera, Equestrian Riding Patrol, reported problems with trail access and
parking along Downey and Etiwanda avenues in the Pedley/Mira Loma area. She
asked the Trails Committee to look into the possibility of placing no parking signs
along both avenues. It was noted that this is a Regional County trail.

Henry Escalera, Equestrian Riding Patrol, presented pictures of the proposed area
requesting no parking signs along Downey and Etiwanda avenues. He commented
that County Transportation has installed a signal light at the location to help with the
flow of traffic. Mr. Escalera emphasized the safety concern. There was some
discussion of possible changes when the newly named City of Jurupa Valley is
established effective July 2011. Mr. Escalera said he would continue to work with
the City on a plan for improvements. Mr. Novak said he would contact

Mr. Escalera to discuss the matter further.

5.0 Chairwoman’s Report and Announcements
Chairwoman Gilchrist announced two upcoming events. The first is the Tails to
Trails event at Lake Cahuilla on March 26 and 27. This will include a guided trail
walk with dogs along the trails at Lake Cahuilla. Mr. Velez will send Chairwoman
Gilchrist a copy of the flyer to post in the newsletter.

The other event is the McCall Work Day at McCall Park on April 9 and 10. This
event is a two-day, overnight campout with dinner served by Park District staff on
Saturday night. John Vint will lead Sunday’s ride from the campground. To RSVP,
see Chairwoman Gilchrist by Wednesday, March 30.

Chairwoman Gilchrist noted that there have been many areas of the County being
designated as RCA property. Some of these areas include equestrian and hiking
trails that have been used for many years. She would like to know how to address
those areas. Buffalo Meadows is using the trails in northern Moreno Valley badlands
and is currently working with Dustin McLain.

Chairwoman Gilchrist has made contact with Canyon Springs High School and they
are looking for five or six projects suitable for Eagle Scout projects. They would
prefer any materials to be donated. Chairwoman Gilchrist asked the Committee to
submit any projects to Tracy Novak. She added that photos might be helpful to
determine if the project is suitable for the club.

Chairwoman Gilchrist suggested that one or two Trails Committee members attend
any one of the future District Advisory Commission meetings. She noted that the
Commission currently receives a copy of the Trails Committee minutes but thought it
might be good to put a face with the names.

6.0 Committee Member Reports
Disfrict 1
Michelle Randall continues her public outreach for the Adopt-A-Trail program. She
inquired as to the roles of the Trails Committee members and what part do they play
in the Adopt-A-Trail program. Ms. Randall would like to see something that
describes the roles and responsibilities of the Committee members. She added that
it should be determined what support materials can be expected from the District at

the Adopt-A-Trail cleanup events, such as are drinks and snacks and what tools are
provided.

Philip Bremenstuhl reported that on February 22 he met with Supervisor Buster
concerning the cooperative efforts between the City of Riverside and the County. He
said they discussed the possibility of the County acquiring a right of way from
Western Municipal Water District at the Mills Pumping Station at Box Springs for
future trail use.
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On March 1, Mr. Bremenstuhl met with Ralph Nunez and the City of Riverside Parks
and Recreation staff regarding opportunities to improve signage and access to the

Santa Ana River Trail (SART) using Rotary volunteers and Tour de Riverside project
funds.

On March 9, Mr. Bremenstuhl initiated a phone conversation with Mick Chacat,
President and CEO of Jenson USA, about possible participation in the Adopt-A-Trail
program along the SART. Mr. Chacat indicated interest but said he must refer this

offer to the marketing department. Mr. Bremenstuhl said he would follow up at a
later date.

On March 16, Mr. Bremenstuhl followed up with Jenson USA’s personnel on trail
support of the Sycamore Canyon trails. There had been some prior discussion of
who was responsible for trail maintenance since the park is considered a City
wilderness park.

Mr. Bremenstuhl noted that the transfer of ownership of Anza-Narrows Park is
scheduled for July 1.

District Il

Amie Kinne recently met with John Field, Chief of Staff for Supervisor Tavaglione,
regarding her role and the expectations of Supervisor Tavaglione's office. She left
the meeting with a better understanding of their expectations and will strive to
accomplish the goals set before her. She will start updating the Supervisor’s office
directly and encouraged other Committee members to meet with their Board of
Supervisors. While at this meeting, Ms. Kinne discussed the Adopt-A-Trail program.
She reported that District 1I's Youth Council will be adopting a portion of the Jim Real
Trail. Ms. Kinne was also able to capture preliminary grant funds for another portion
of the trail. These funds will be used as a rotating fundraising opportunity for

District II’s various other youth organizations. She noted that Paul Davis Restoration
has submitted their paperwork to adopt a segment of the SART and should be
planning their first event soon.

Ms. Kinne has been in contact with Naturalist for You, a non-profit organization in
South Orange County looking to connect with people in Riverside County. They
have agreed to adopt a large segment of the SART at the entrance of Hidden Valley.

Ms. Kinne spoke with the Green River Homeowners Association regarding the trails
running behind the development. There was some discussion of what type of
fencing will be used. Mr. Brewer reported that there has been no decision at this
time but the final decision will be made by County Flood Control.

Mr. Escalera commented that the Equestrian Riding Patrol has coordinated clean up
days in the past at Mary Tyo Park and areas along the SART. They work with John
Vint to coordinate the pickup of the trash bags. Ms. Randall suggested they officially
sign up to adopt a trail.

Frank Hall reported that the Norco Horseman'’s Association (NHA) has teamed up
with Waste Management to host clean up days. Waste Management received a
$5,000.00 grant to use towards equipment, tools, and a trailer to aid in trail
maintenance. NHA's goal is to tend to one or two trails a month. The most recent
event had approximately 50 people helping.
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Mr. Hall announced that the City of Norco is hosting the Best of America by
Horseback Grand Tour 2011 the weekend of May 6 — 8. For additional information,
go to www.norco.ca.us.

Mr. Hall mentioned that he and his wife usually attend the California Trails and
Greenways Conference. They will not be attending but urged other Committee
members to think about attending. The conference will be held April 13-18 in San
Ramon. For additional information, go to www.parks.ca.gov/trails/conference/.

Mr. Hall said he was of the understanding that an equestrian crossing was to be built
at the River Road Bridge. He asked what the status was on connecting the trail.
Mr. Brewer said he would speak with Mr. Hall after the meeting.

District 11l

Lynn Mattocks reported that he had recently attended several of the 20/20 Vision
Plan meetings in the Wine Country. He also attended a five-hour long workshop at
the County Administrative Center on the Plan.

Mr. Mattocks participated in a vehicle reconnaissance trip from Temecula City Hall to
Temecula Creek. This effort was made to research to idea of reopening many of the
closed trails in and out of the city.

On February 17, Mr. Mattocks attended the Sierra Club meeting with special guest
speaker, Supervisor Stone. The topic of the presentation was the 20/20 Vision Plan.

Bob Hewitt had nothing to report.

District IV

Gayle Cady mentioned that the Palm Springs Western Festival well be held the
weekend of March 26-27. Ms. Cady reported that she met with Supervisor Benoit
regarding camping and tourism. She will continue to work on publicity and public
awareness of the facilities in the area. Ms. Cady continues to work with Palm
Springs Life, a magazine to which she is attempting to advertise the many trails in
the area.

Ms. Cady noted that she has collected comments and concerns from campers
attending the recent President’s Day weekend at Lake Cahuilla. She has been in
contact with both Mr. Bangle and Mr. Novak regarding these concerns. One of the
biggest concerns noted was allowing non-equestrian campers to camp in the
equestrian camping area. She noted that there is a great safety concern for those
who are not aware of equestrians and their needs.

LeGrand Velez announced the Tails on Trails event March 26 at Lake Cahuilla. The
event will begin at 1:00 pm and will include a hike around the lake. To prepare for
the event, he participated in a hike with Supervising Park Ranger Noriko Gardner.
He was very impressed with the facility.

Mr. Velez thanked Mr. Bangle and the Park District or addressing his recent
concerns regarding the Coachella Valley Regional Trails Study. The Desert
Recreation District (DRD) board will address the study at their next meeting
scheduled for April 13. The hope is that the DRD will approve the study and forward
its recommendation to the Board of Supervisors. The DRD is taking ownership of
the study and will continue to work with the Coachella Valley Community Trails
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
